The Coaching Corner with Michael Riegel: Sometimes You Need Sharp Elbows
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As legend has it, early in Bill Russell’s career, he was getting pushed around the court. Red Auerbach called
a time out and told him to go back in and “throw an elbow” at the offending player. Russell resisted and after
the second time giving the direction, Auerbach said “you only have to do it once.” His point was that he had to
demonstrate that he would stand up for himself and that he was willing to go to that measure to do so.
